Orientation of Cultural Values by Y. Xintian
Judgment of cultural values has been involved more and more frequently in international relations.
Hubert Vedrine, French Foreign Minister, wrote an article saying that one of the main tasks of French
foreign policy is to make contribution to strengthening the democratic system of the world. When
undemocratic states repress the common people, threatening regional stability, France will not only
condemn them, but also take actions and even armed interference. 5 Western countries generally hold
similar viewpoints, linking aid with human rights. The U.S.A. in particu-lar exerts itself to the utmost to
forcibly spread values such as democracy and human rights. Re-search in cultural anthropology tells us
that, only by judging in terms of the whole cultural back-ground rather than some abstract and absolute
standard, can we understand the accustomed way of behavior and belief. Any society is only one of the
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many previous and present social formations and each custom is meaningful only in the inherent logic of a
particular society. The standard of behavior has its subjectivity, relativity and lastingness. Marinovski said
that culture first of all must guarantee the human subsistence. The people’s living environment is their
source of resources. They realize the resources through culture and utilize resources by inventing
technology. The achievements of different crowds don’t result from the covert biological force but from
culture. Such a realization has a strong function of education and can overcome the racist prejudice.

On the other hand, the orientation of cultural values also has its objectivity, absoluteness and
simultaneousness. Though all societies are in some historical span of their own development, they coexist
in the world system and make concerted efforts to resolve the issues facing them. Therefore,
simultaneousness has appeared. Modernization, peace and development are the objec-tives all the societies
pursue. Modernization includes cultural modernization, that is, a process of cultural development from low
grade to high grade. Under these circumstances, cultures are comparable in development stage and have
the objectivity of comparison. Development from low grade to high grade is absolute. In the process of
development, cultures are upgraded through modernization and spread to the whole world and can also
contribute their unique cultural values to mankind, shaping the human shared values gradually. Now only
Western culture has completed this process. However, it doesn’t mean that other cultures have no ability to
do so. We can expect their achievements. The reason why the world paid so much attention to East Asian
cultural values when exploring its miracles lies in this.

Intercultural Communication

Intercultural communication takes place when individuals influenced by different cultural
communities negotiate shared meanings in interaction:

1. What counts as intercultural communication depends in part on what one considers a culture,
and the definition of culture itself is quite contestable. Some authorities limit the term “intercultural
communication” to refer only to communication among individuals from different nationalities.

2. Other authorities, in contrast, expand the notion of intercultural communication to
encompass inter-ethnic, inter-religious, and even inter-regional communication, as well as communication
among individuals of different sexual orientations.

3, 4. In this sense, all interactions can be arrayed along some continuum of “interculturalness.”

5. Interactions are most highly intercultural when individuals’ group identities are most salient in
determining the values, prejudices, language, nonverbal behaviors, and relational styles upon which those
individuals draw. To the degree that interactants are drawing more on personal or idiosyncratic values,
personality traits, and experiences, the interaction can be characterized as more interpersonal than
intercultural. When individuals from different cultural backgrounds become more intimate, their
interactions typically move along the continuum from more intercultural to more interpersonal, though
intercultural elements may always play a role. For casual or business communication, sensitivity to
intercultural factors is key to success.

Communication and Group Identity

Traditional theories of group identity recognize two types of group identity:

1. Ascribed identity is the set of demographic and role descriptions that others in an interaction
assume to hold true for you. Ascribed identity is often a function of one’s physical appearance,
ethnic connotations of one’s name, or other stereotypical associations.

2. Avowed identity is comprised of the group affiliations that one feels most intensely. For example,

if an individual is assimilated into a new culture, then the values and practices of that destination culture
will figure importantly in her avowed culture. A related concept is reference group. A reference group is a
social entity from which one draws one’s avowed identity. It is a group in which one feels competent and
at ease. Ascribed and avowed identity are important for understanding intercultural communication,
because a person from another culture usually communicates with you based on your ascribed identity; that
is how you are being perceived by that other person. But sometimes your avowed identity—the groups with
which you really feel a sense of comfort and affiliation—diverges from that ascribed identity. In such cases,
the interaction is bound to be frustrating for both parties.
Recently, many identity theorists have moved toward a Communication Theory of Identity (CTI)7 or
related ideas. According to this perspective, your cultural group membership is not a static label or fixed
attribute. Rather, cultural identities are enacted or performed through interaction. One enacts identity
through choice of language, nonverbal signs such as gesture and clothing, and discourse strategy.
Depending on the situation and on your goals, you may enact identity in very different ways on different
occasions. Cultural identity performances can vary along three dimensions:

1. Scope of Identity Performance — How many aspects of one’s behavior express cultural identity?
For example, one may choose to eat a few ethnic-related foods, but reject ethnic dress. Or one may allude
to national myths or sagas in speaking just with co-nationals, or may tell such stories at diverse occasions

among diverse listeners.

2. Intensity of Identity Performance — How powerfully does one enact one’s identity? One may
note in passing one’s national origin, or one may make a point of proclaiming the centrality of national
origin at every opportunity.

3. Salience of Identity Performance — How obvious are the cultural elements of identity in one’s
daily routines? Ethnic dress, insistence on using one’s first language over the host national language, or
reliance solely on ethnic mass media are all ways in which one asserts identity.

English theatres

Visiting theatres is a very popular activity among British people, as Britain has a long dramatic
tradition and incredible playwrights, actors and directors. London is a center of the theatrical life, but other
cities also have wonderful companies and theatres. There are more than 50 theatres only in London, so you
can imagine their number around the country. The first theatre of England appeared in 1576 and was called
“The Blackfries”, while several years later in 1599 a famous theatre “The Globe” was opened and it is
considered that William Shakespeare used to work there.

Nowadays there is hardly any city without a theatre, but mostly all of them do not have any
permanent staff, as the company of actors works together until they draw audience to the theatre. When the
performance stops attracting people, theatres look for another company or group of actors. One more
peculiarity is the possibility to choose between two kinds of seats. The first ones can be reserved in advance,
while the others are unbookable, so the earlier you come the better seat you get.

Another unique peculiarity of London is Theatreland, a theatre district with approximately forty

venues situated near the West End. They usually stage comedies, classics or plays and musicals. Most of
the theatres date back to Victorian and Edwardian times and nowadays they are private. The most long-
running shows are Les Misérables, Cats and The Phantom of the Opera. Annually Theatreland is attended
by more than 10 million people and it represents a very high level of the commercial theatres.
If to speak about non-commercial theatres, you can see them outside Theatreland. They are very prestigious
and focus on dramatic, classical plays and modern works of leading playwrights. There are three most
prominent venues in the UK including The Royal National Theatre, the Royal Shakespeare Company and
the Royal Opera House. All of them impress by their greatness and development of art.

The Royal National Theatre was founded in 1963 basing at the Old Vic theatre. In 1976 it moved
to a new building, where three stages are located. Each of the stage has its own theatre: Olivier, Lyttelton
and Dorfman theatres. They have a varied programme suggesting usually three performances in repertoire.
Olivier Theatre is the main open stage theatre for more than 1000 people with the ingenious ‘drum revolve’
and multiple ‘sky hook’. It gives a nice view of the stage from every audience’s seat and allows to facilitate
great scenery changes. Lyttelton Theatre is the one with the proscenium-arch design and accommodating
about 900 people. Dorfman Theatre is the smallest enhanced dark-walled theatre with the capacity of 400
people. The National Theatre itself is a famous area for backstage tours with a theatrical bookshop,
exhibitions, restaurants and bars. It also houses a learning center, numerous dressing rooms, a studio, a
development wing etc.

The Royal Shakespeare Company is a theatre company with the annual production of about twenty
shows. It comprises two permanent theatres: The Swan Theatre and The Royal Shakespeare Theatre. In
November, 2011 the last one was opened after the transformation and celebrated its fiftieth birthday. It is
situated in Stratford-upon-Avon, the birthplace of Shakespeare and got his name in 1961 to commemorate
his talent of a playwright and poet. It also promotes a positive attitude to poet’s works,, organizes festivals
and expands its influence in many other industries.

Covent Garden is also a place associated with theatrical performances. There you can find The
Royal Opera House. It centers on ballet and opera. Its building experienced disastrous fires and was last
reconstructed in 1990s. It has enough seats for more than 2000 people and consists of an amphitheater,
balconies and four tiers of boxes. It has got some unique facilities including Paul Hamlyn Hall, a great iron
and glass construction hosting some events, the Linbury Studio Theatre, the second performance stage
located below ground level, and High House Production Park, a scenery-making place, a training center
and a new technical theatre.

Theatres in Great Britain are rather various and continue to thrive, as the English are a theatrical
nation and many tourists also can not omit visiting magnificent performances. They have appeared in
England due to the Romans. First themes were connected with folk tales and religion, but everything
changed during the reign of Elizabeth I, when drama flourished. Many talented playwrights were and still
are English. You can’t help mentioning William Shakespeare, Christopher Marlowe, Bernard Shaw, Oscar
Wilde etc. Andrew Lloyd Webber is a British prolific composer, whose musicals have dominated on either
English stages or in American Broadway shows. So now it is obvious that theatres are an indispensable part
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of the British culture and they will continue to develop the traditions and cultural background of the whole
country.

Es gibt verschiedene Zeitungen und
Zeitschriften: schwarz-weille und bunte, dicke und diinne, seridse und unseridse. In jeder kleineren Stadt
gibt es eine lokale Zeitung, und alle konkurrieren miteinander. Bundesweite Bedeutung haben solche
Druckmedien wie z. B. «Frankfurter Allgemeine Zeitungy», «Die Welt», «Der Tagesspiegel».

Fernsehen ist in Deutschland auch sehr populdr. Man sieht sich Musiksendungen, Quizsendungen,
Familienserien, Talkshows, Sportsendungen und Nachrichten an. Wie auch in Russland, gibt es in in
Deutschland sehr viele amerikanische Spielfilme und Zeichentrickfilme aus Hollywood. Die Nachrichten
bieten einen Uberblick iiber die wichtigsten Ereignisse der nationalen und internationalen Politik, {iber
Wirtschaft, Kultur, Sport und das lokale Geschehen. Sie helfen den Biirgern, die Lage in der ganzen Welt
zu begreifen und die Tétigkeit der Regierung und des Parlaments zu kontrollieren. Die positiven
Moglichkeiten vom TV-Konsum sind ungestritten. Aber das Fernsehen hat auch die negativen Folgen. Es
wird immer mehr zur “'Berieselungsmaschine’”, und das betrifft am meisten die Kinder. Besonders
Familien mit nur einem Elternteil oder mit mehr als zwei Kindern berichten iiber massive Schwierigkeiten
mit dem Fernsehen. Die Kinder zappen durch die Programme, ohne Verstéindnis von Inhalten. Deshalb
macht das Fernsehen die Kinder dngstlich, nervds und agressiv.

Was Rundfunk angeht, so sind in Deutschland WDK3 und «Deutsche Welle» besonders beliebt. In
WDK3 kann man die besten Schlager der deutschen Hitparade horen. Die weltberiihmte «Deutsche Welle»
sendet in Deutsch und in mehreren Fremdsprachen und hat eine besondere Aufgabe: ein umfassendes Bild
Deutschlands im In-und Ausland zu vermitteln.

Aber am meisten verbreitet ist in Deutschland Internet. «Wer den Computer beherrscht, wird auch
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die Welt beherrscheny, - sagt man heute. Die Deutschen mailen mit den Freunden, surfen und chatten sehr
viel. Fast alle haben eine eigene Homepage und E-Mail. Aber man darf nicht von den negativen Seiten des
Computers vergessen. Internetsiichtigkeit ist ein groBes Problem von heutzutage.

Die Massenmedien sind also sehr stark entwickelt. Wir leben in der Zeit der «totalen Informationy.
Das bietet uns viele Mdglichkeiten an, aber in diesem Zusammenhang entstehen auch viele
Gefahrlichkeiten. Das wichtigste dabei ist, sich in der Informationsfiille zurechtzufinden.

Johann Wolfgang von Goethe ist der gréfte deutsche Dichter. Wir kennen Goethe als Schopfer vieler
poetischer, prosaischer und wissenschaftlicher Schriften.

Goethe wurde am 28. August 1749 in Frankfurt am Main geboren. Seine Familie war reich und in
der Stadt geachtet. Seine Eltern waren in ihrem Wesen. Die Mutter jedenfalls hatte einen viel groferen
Einfluss auf den jungen Goethe als der Vater. Sie liebte ihren Sohn {iber alles. Ihre bunten
Marchenerzdhlungen inspirierten ihn.

Goethe besuchte keine Schule, er wurde von Hauslehrern Unterrichtet. Schon im Kindesalter
schrieb er erste Gedichte. Seine Gefiihle und Angste verarbeitete er in seinen Werken.

Goethe studierte Jura zuerst in Leipzig und dann in Strafburg. Auferdem studierte er
Naturwissenschaften und Medizin. In Leipzig verbrachte er drei Jahre. Hier entstanden die lyrischen
Gedichte, die als «Lieder fiir Kéthchen Schonkopf» bekannt sind. Sie sind klangvoll und leidenschaftlich.

In der Zeit von 1768 bis 1777 erkrankte Goethe schwer. Aber er hatte Gliick, wurde wieder gesund

und konnte seine Ausbildung fortsetzen. In dieser Zeit schrieb er viele Gedichte. Das war die Zeit der
groPen Lyrik. Lieder im Volkston wechselten mit Hymnen in freien Rhythmen.
Seit 1775 lebte Goethe in Weimar. Dort war er am Hof des Fiirsten tétig, wo er Staatsminister war. In der
Weimarer Zeit machte Goethe Bekanntschaft mit Friedrich Schiller. Goethe war zehn Jahre dlter und half
Schiller, der zu jener Zeit wenig Geld und gesundheitliche Probleme hatte. Einmal schrieben die beiden
Dichter Balladen um die Wette. Es entstanden die Meisterwerke «Der Erlkdnig» von Goethe und «Der
Handschuhy» von Schiller. Ihre freundschaftliche Beziehung dauerte bis zu Schillers Tod im Jahre 1805.

Die Jahre in Weimar waren sehr fruchtbar. Hier entstanden zahlreiche Gedichte, Dramen und
Romane, darunter «Faust». Goethes literarische Nachlass ist sehr reich.

Das Gedicht «Wanderers Nachtlied» hat Goethe auf die Wand seines Weimarer Gartenhauses geschrieben.
Goethe fiihlte sich zu jener Zeit einsam. Dieses Gedicht wurde von Michail Lermontow ins Russische
iibersetzt. Das Gedicht heiflt im Russischen «I'opHble BepIinHBD).

Sehr populér ist auch der Roman «Die Leiden des jungen Werthers». Dieser Roman machte Goethe {iber
Nacht beriihmt. Der Roman erschien 1774. Mit diesem Roman hat Goethe ein schones Buch iiber Menschen
und Natur geschaffen. Hier kontrastiert die Harmonie der Natur mit der Ungerechtigkeit in der
menschlichen Gesellschaft. Der Roman enthilt autobiographische Ziige. Goethe schrieb: «Ich habe
Werther... mit dem Blute meines eigenen Herzens geschrieben». Das Ende des Romans ist tragisch. Der
Held des Romans scheitert an der bestehenden Gesellschaftsordnung. Er findet keinen Ausweg. Wegen
seiner ungliicklichen Liebe zu Lotte nimmt sich Werther das Leben.

Das wichtigste Werk Goethes ist aber «Faust». In Deutschland wird «Faust» auf vielen Biihnen
aufgefiihrt. Besonders gut ist es in Weimar inszeniert. «Faust» ist in viele verschiedene Sprachen iibersetzt
worden.

In Deutschland spielen die Feiertage eine grofe Rolle im Leben der Gesellschaft. Die meisten
deutschen Feiertage sind von religidser Bedeutung. Zusammen mit allen Sonntagen gelten die Feiertage als
“Tage der Arbeitsruhe und der seelischen Erhebung”.

Deutsche Feste

Die Feiertage konnen entweder gesetzlich oder beweglich sein. In Deutschland gibt es neun
bundesweit geltende gesetzliche Feiertage. Die meisten davon haben einen christlichen Hintergrund:
Karfreitag, Ostermontag, Christi Himmelfahrt, Pfingstmontag und die beiden Weihnachtsfeiertage.
Feiertage ohne religiosen Bezug sind Neujahr, der Tag der Arbeit und der Tag der Deutschen Einheit.

Hinzu kommen Feiertage, die nur in einzelnen Bundeslandern oder Regionen giiltig sind. In einigen
eher evangelisch gepragten Landern ist dies der Reformationstag und in Sachsen aulerdem der Buf3- und
Bettag, in den katholischen Landern meist Heilige Drei Konige, Fronleichnam und Allerheiligen. Im
Saarland und in Teilen von Bayern ist auch Marid Himmelfahrt ein Feiertag, im Stadtkreis Augsburg wird
zusitzlich das Friedensfest gefeiert.

Die bewegliche Feiertage in Deutschland sind: Karfreitag, Ostermontag, Christi Himmelfahrt,
Pfingstmontag, Fronleichnam und BuB3- und Bettag. Ein Feiertag heiit beweglich, wenn er nicht in jedem
Jahr zum gleichen Datum stattfindet. Bewegliche Feiertage haben fast immer einen Bezug zum
Kirchenjahr, ihr Datum héngt vom Osterdatum ab und hat einen fixen Tagesabstand zu diesem. Der Buf3-
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und Bettag ist der einzige bewegliche gesetzliche Feiertag, flir den dies so nicht zutrifft; er ist am Mittwoch
vor dem Ewigkeitssonntag (dem 23. November) bzw. 11 Tage vor dem ersten Advent.

Neben den Feiertagen sind in manchen Landern so genannte stille Tage festgelegt. An stillen Tagen
sind o6ffentliche Unterhaltungsveranstaltungen, die nicht dem ernsten Charakter dieser Tage entsprechen,
verboten. Sportveranstaltungen sind mit Ausnahme von Karfreitag und BuB3- und Bettag jedoch erlaubt. Als
stille Tage sind folgende Tage festgelegt: Aschermittwoch, Griindonnerstag, Karfreitag (am Karfreitag ist
jede Art von Musikdarbietung in Rdumen mit Schankbetrieb ausnahmslos verboten), Karsamstag,
Allerheiligen (1. November), Volkstrauertag, Totensonntag, Bu3- und Bettag und Heiliger Abend (24.
Dezember ab 14.00 Uhr).

Der Neujahrstag wird am 1. Januar gefeiert. Dieser Tag beginnt das kalendarische Jahr. Heute
gehoren in vielen Léndern Feuerwerk und BollerschieBen zum Jahreswechsel, wie Gliick- und
Gesundheitswiinsche im neuen Jahr.

Die Erscheinung des Herrn, auch als Dreikonigsfest bekannt, feiern die Katholiken und
Protestanten am 6. Januar. Dieser Tag ist in Baden-Wiirttemberg, Bayern und Sachsen-Anhalt ein
gesetzlicher Feiertag. Im Volksbrauchtum wurde das Epiphaniasfest reduziert auf das Motiv der Heiligen
Drei Konige, der Weisen aus dem Morgenland. Bei den Krippen werden die Figuren am Dreikonigstag um
die drei Weisen aus dem Morgenland ergénzt und die — als Heilige Drei Konige verkleideten — Sternsinger
ziehen von Haus zu Haus, singen Lieder oder sagen Gedichte auf und sammeln dabei fiir karitative Zwecke.
In manchen Landern gibt es auch den Brauch des Dreikonigskuchens, einem Hefegebéck in Form einer
Krone.

Der Karfreitag ist der Freitag vor Ostern. Er folgt auf den Griindonnerstag und geht dem
Karsamstag voraus. Der Karfreitag ist einer der hochsten Feiertage der Christen, die an diesem Tag der
Kreuzigung Jesu Christi gedenken. Unter Einbeziehung des Griindonnerstagabends ist der Karfreitag der
erste Tag der Osterlichen Dreitagefeier. Am Karfreitag gilt ein gesetzmaBiger Musik- und Tanzverbot.

Zu Ostern feiern die Christen die Auferstehung Jesu Christi vom Tod am Kreuz, wie sie im Neuen
Testament bezeugt und verkiindet wird. Diese geschah am dritten Tag nach Seinem Tod, wobei der
Todestag als erster Tag zdhlte: also an dem Karfreitag folgenden Ostersonntag. Ostern ist das wichtigste
Fest der Christen, das die Freude iiber den endgiiltigen Sieg des Sohnes Gottes iiber Tod und ewige
Verdammnis ausdriickt. Mehr als bei anderen Festen christlicher Herkunft sind viele der zu Ostern
praktizierten Brauche und verwendete Symbole heidnischen oder volkstiimlichen Ursprungs. Beispiele
dafiir sind Osterhase oder Osterei. Ein Osterei ist ein - heute wieder oft mit natiirlichen Pflanzenfarben -
geférbtes, oft mit Motiven bemaltes Ei, gewohnlich ein Hiihnerei, das traditionell zu Ostern verschenkt
oder gegessen wird (siche auch Eierspeise). Der Osterhase ist im mitteleuropdischen Brauchtum ein Hase,
der zu Ostern Eier bemalt und im Garten versteckt. Die - in Wirklichkeit natiirlich von Menschen
versteckten — Ostereier werden am Morgen des Ostersonntags von den Kindern gesucht. Der Osterhase ist
jedoch nicht der einzige Uberbringer der Ostereier. In der Schweiz diente der Kuckuck als Eierlieferant. In
Teilen von Westfalen und Hessen hat der Fuchs, in Thiiringen der Hahn diese Aufgabe iibernommen.

Der Tag der Arbeit wird am 1. Mai gefeiert. Der Erste Mai ist ein gesetzlicher Feiertag in
Deutschland, Osterreich, Teilen der Schweiz und vielen weiteren Staaten. Er wird auch als Kampftag der
Arbeiterbewegung, oder Maifeiertag bezeichnet. Dieses Fest wird auch seit heidnischer Zeit mit dem
Anbruch der warmen Jahreszeit verbunden. In der Nacht vom 30. April zum 1. Mai wird vielerorts er mit
einem Tanz in den Mai gefeiert. In vielen Orten des mittleren und siidlichen deutschsprachigen Raums wird
zum 1. Mai nach altem Brauch ein moglichst bunt geschmiickter Maibaum aufgestellt, um den frither
verbreitet Volkstinze aufgefithrt wurden. Es gilt, im Wettbewerb um den gréfiten und schonsten Maibaum
mit den umliegenden Gemeinden zu bestehen.

Christi Himmelfahrt wird am vierzigsten Tag nach dem Ostersonntag gefeiert und fillt deshalb
immer auf einen Donnerstag. Dieses Hochfest ist der Riickkehr Jesu von Nazareth als Sohn Gottes zu
seinem Vater in den Himmel gewidmet.

Pfingsten bezeichnet das Fest am fiinfzigsten Tag nach Ostern (das entspricht dem zehnten Tag
nach Christi Himmelfahrt). Seine theologischen Eckpfeiler sind die Entsendung des Heiligen Geistes an
die Apostel und die offizielle Griindung der Kirche. Pfingsten ist in Deutschland heutzutage ein eher
volkstlimlich als kirchlich geprégtes Fest. In vielen Regionen existieren Pfingstbrauche, so zum Beispiel
das Pfingstbaumpflanzen in der Liineburger Heide, in Mecklenburg das Schmiicken des Pfingstochsen oder
der Wildchestag in Frankfurt am Main. Viele Jugendgruppen fiihren Pfingstzeltlager durch.

Der Fronleichnam gefeiert. Baden-Wiirttemberg, Bayern, Hessen, Nordrhein-Westfalen,
Rheinland-Pfalz, das Saarland, Sachsen, Thiiringen. Das Fronleichnamsfest, kurz Fronleichnam, offiziell
,Hochfest des Leibes und Blutes Christi", bezeichnet ein Fest im katholischen Festjahr, das wird am
sechzigsten Tag nach Ostern gefeiert. Fronleichnam ist gesetzlicher Feiertag in einigen Bundesldandern
Deutschlands: Baden-Wiirttemberg, Bayern, Hessen, Nordrhein-Westfalen, Rheinland-Pfalz, Saarland
sowie einigen Gemeinden Sachsens und Thiiringens mit iiberwiegend katholischer Bevolkerung.

Das Augsburger Friedensfest wird am 8. August gefeiert und ist nur im Stadtkreis Augsburg
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gesetzlicher Feiertag. Es handelt sich weltweit um den einzigen Feiertag, der auf eine Stadt begrenzt und
trotzdem durch ein Staatsgesetz geschiitzt ist.

Marid Himmelfahrt wird am 15. August gefeiert. Das ist ein Hochfest der katholischen Kirche am 15.
August. Das Fest hat auch den schon frither bezeugten Namen Marid Entschlafung; in der orthodoxen
Kirche, die die leibliche Aufnahme Mariens nicht dogmatisiert hat, wird ausschlieBlich diese Bezeichnung
verwendet.

Der 3. Oktober ist der Tag der Deutschen Einheit. Der Tag der Deutschen Einheit wurde bis 1990
in den alten Bundeslédndern am 17. Juni zum Gedenken an den Volksaufstand 1953 in der DDR begangen.
Am Tag der Wiedervereinigung (3. Oktober 1990) war zwar in vielen Betrieben Arbeitsruhe, als
arbeitsfreier gesetzlicher Feiertag gilt der 3. Oktober jedoch erst seit 1991. Traditionell wird fiir diesen Tag
ein Biirgerfest organisiert, bei dem sich auf der so genannten , Lédndermeile" die Bundeslédnder und die
Regierung vorstellen. Jedes Jahr findet es in einer anderen Stadt statt.

Der Reformationstag wird von evangelischen Christen am 31. Oktober in Gedenken an die
Reformation gefeiert. Der Reformationstag ist in Brandenburg, Mecklenburg-Vorpommern, Sachsen,
Sachsen-Anhalt und Schleswig-Holstein gesetzlicher Feiertag. Es ist Brauch, dass speziell im Oktober eines
jeden Jahres Reformationsbrotchen von fast allen Béckereien angeboten werden. Das
Reformationsbrotchen ist ein meist quadratisch aussehendes, siiles Gebidck, das eine Lutherrose
symbolisieren soll.

Der ehemals bundeseinheitlich begangene BuB3- und Bettag ist seit 1995 nur noch in Sachsen ein
arbeitsfreier Feiertag. Da er aber auch in allen anderen Bundesldandern als wichtiger kirchlicher Feiertag
gilt, steht er unter besonderem gesetzlichen Schutz und ein Arbeitgeber darf Arbeitnehmern fiir diesen Tag
beantragte unbezahlte Freistellung nur in begriindeten Ausnahmefillen verweigern.

Das Fest Allerheiligen, begangen am 1. November, ist ein Hochfest der Romisch-Katholischen
Kirche. An Allerheiligen gedenkt die katholische Kirche aller ihrer Heiligen, also nicht nur derer, die
offiziell heilig gesprochen sind, sondern auch (und insbesondere) der Heiligen, ,,um deren Heiligkeit
niemand weiB als Gott".

Der 25. und der 26. Dezember sind Weihnachtstage. Weihnachten ist das christliche Fest der Geburt
Jesu und damit der Menschwerdung Gottes. Mit Ostern und Pfingsten ist Weihnachten eines der drei
Hochfeste, d.h. der Hauptfeste des Kirchenjahres. Christen und Nichtchristen feiern Weihnachten heute
meist als Familienfest mit gegenseitigem Beschenken; dieser Brauch ist seit dem 16. Jahrhundert im
evangelischen Bereich bekannt. In katholischen Familien fand die Kinderbescherung am Nikolaustag statt.
Hinzu kamen alte und neue Briauche verschiedener Herkunft, z.B. Krippenspiele seit dem 11. Jahrhundert,
zudem der Adventskranz (1839), der geschmiickte Weihnachtsbaum und der Weihnachtsmann seit dem 19.
Jahrhundert. Dieser machte dem Christkind, dem Nikolaus und dem Knecht Ruprecht als Gabenbringer fiir
die Kinder in manchen Regionen zunehmend Konkurrenz.

English or American?

As English spreads over the world, will it be able to maintain its present form? Probably not. But
why should it? The notion that anything is gained by fixing a language is cherished only by pedants. Every
successful effort at standardization, as Ernest Weekley has well said, results in nothing better than
emasculation. "Stability in language is synonymous with rigor mortis". It is the very anarchy of English,
adds Claude de Crespigny, that has made it the dominant language of the world today, in its early forms it
was a highly inflected tongue - indeed, it was more inflected than modern German, and almost as much so
as Russian. The West Saxon dialect, for example, in the days before the Norman Conquest, had grammatical
gender, and in addition the noun was inflected for number and for case, and there were five cases in all.

Moreover, there were two quite different declensions, the strong and the weak, so that the total
number of inflections was immense. The same ending, of course, was commonly used more than once, but
that fact only added to the difficulties of the language. The impact of the Conquest knocked this elaborate
grammatical structure - already weakening - into a cocked hat. The upper classes spoke French, and so the
populace had English at its mercy. It quickly wore down the vowels of the endings to a neutral e, reduced
the importance of their consonants by moving the stress forward to the root, and finally lopped off many
inflections in toto. By the time of Chaucer (1340?—1400) English was moving rapidly toward its present
form. It had already come to depend heavily upon word position for expressing meanings, and meanwhile
the influence ofFrench, which had been official from 1066 to 1362, had left it full of new words and made
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its vocabulary hybrid. To this day, indeed, in its vocabulary the likeness of English to French, Italian and
Spanish is often more marked than its likeness to German.

Once its East Midland dialect had been given preeminence over all other dialects by the importance
of the city of London, it began to develop rapidly, and in the time of Shakespeare it enjoyed an
extraordinarily lush and vigorous growth. New words were taken in from all the other languages of Europe
and from many of those of Africa and Asia, other new words in large number were made of its own materials
and almost everything that remained of the old inflections was sloughed off. Thus it gradually took on a
singularly simple and flexible form, and passed ahead of the languages that were more rigidly bound by
rule. The absurdities of Standard English are denounced by every English philologian and by a great many
other Englishmen. Those who accept it without cavil are simply persons who are unfamiliar with any other
form of the language; the Irishman, the Scotsman, the Canadian and the Australian laugh at it along with
the American - and with the Englishman who has lived in the United States. H.W.Seaman, a Norwich man
who had spent ten years on American and Canadian newspapers andwas in practice, when he wrote, as a
journalist in London, says:

"We are as sick and tired of this so-called English as you Americans are. It has far less right to be
called Standard English speech than Yorkshire or any other country dialect has - or than any American
dialect.It is as alien to us as it is to you. True, some of my neighbors have acquired it - for social or other
reasons — but then some of the Saxon peasants took pains to acquire Norman French, which also was
imposed upon them from above."

Seaman describes with humor his attempts as a schoolboy to shed hisnative Norwich English and
to acquire the prissy fashionable dialect that passes as Standard. We managed to do so. and is thus able
today to palaver on equal terms with "an English public-school boy, an Oxford man, a clergyman of the
Establishment, an announcer of the Britis h Broadcasting Company, or a West End actor", but he confesses
that it still strikes him, as it strikes an American, as having "a mauve, Episcopalian and ephebian ring". And
he quotes George Bernard Shaw: “The English have no respect for their language. ... It is impossible for an
Englishman to open his mouth without making some other Englishman hate or despise him. ... An honest
ant natural slum dialect is more tolerable than the attempt of a phonetically untaught person to imitate the
vulgar dialect of the golf club."

Die Gebriider Grimm

Jakob Grimm wurde 1785, Wilhelm - 1786 in Hanau geboren. Ihr Vater war Amtsmann. Der Vater
starb friih und die Mutter blieb allein mit sechs unmiindigen Kindern.

Jakob und Wilhelm haben das Bett und das Brot, die Schule und die Universitat, den
Bibliothekdienst und die Leidenschaft fiir die poetischen und sprachlichen Altertiimer miteinander geteilt.
Sie wurden zusammen erzogen und haben beide in Marburg Jura sludiert. Hier wurden sie von ihrem Lehrer
Savigny in die Welt der Forschung eingefiihrt.

Wilhelm heiratete 1825 und hatte drei Kinder, Jakob blieb unverheiratet. Sie haben als einfache
Bibliothekare gearbeitet. Das war die Entscheidung Jakobs, er verzichtete auf die aussichtsreiche Laufbahn
eines Diplomaten. Er wollte sich als bescheidener Bibliothekar in Kassel ganz dem Studium des deutschen
Altertums widmen. Wilhelm folgte ihm. Sie haben auf diesem Gebiet hervorragende wissenschaftliche
Leistungen erreicht. Sie haben mehr als 200 deutsche Mérchen gesammelt, bearbeitct und 1812 unter dem
Titel «Kinder- und Hausmérchen» verdffentlicht.

Die Briider haben alle Méarchen, die sie seit 1807 gesammelt hatten, in der schlichten Sprache des
Volkes aufgeschrieben und publiziert. Dadurch haben sic die Marchen von dem Vergessen gerettet.

Der Stil der Mérchen war sehr einfach und volksnah. Die Briider haben in den Mérchen den echten
klassischen Volkston bewahrt.

Solche Mirchen wie «Rotkdppcheny, «Der Wolf und die sieben Geifleiny, «Hénsel und Gretel»,
«Frau Holle», «Das tapfere Schneiderlein» sind iiberall in der Welt von Kindern und Erwachsenen beliebt,
auch in Rupland. In Rupland werden die Méarchen der Briider Grimm viel veréffentlicht und gelesen. Viele
Leute glauben, dass es russische Mérchen sind.

In den Mirchen kommt die naive Lebensansicht zum Ausdruck. Das Bose wird bestraft, das Gute siegt.
Der Struktur nach sind die Méarchen verschieden: es gibt Zaubermarchen, Tiermarchen, Liigengeschichten,
Schwinke.

Sie haben auch andere hervorragende Leistungen erzielt. Dazu gehort das Monumentalwerk

«Deutsches Worterbuchy in 32 Banden. Aufer den Mérchen haben die Briider Grimm auch 585 deutsche
Sagen gesammelt. Die Sagen wurden auch ver6ffentlicht.
Ihre wissenschaftliche Bedeuiung ist sehr grof. Jakob Grimm hat auch die bekannte «Deutsche
Grammatik» geschrieben, die von den Fachleuten sehr hoch geschitzt wird. Mit diesem Werk begriindete
Jakob Grimm die historische Bedeutung der germanischen Grammatik. Diese fundamentale Grammatik ist
dem Sprachforscher noch heute unentbehrlich.
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Die Briider haben in einem Haus gewohnt, liebten einander sehr. Ihr Leben war einfach und bescheiden.
Die Briider Grimm waren zwei Individualititen von reicher und klarer Pragung. Jakob war kiihn,
bahnbrecherisch, schopferisch und erkannte die Tiefe der Dinge. Wilhelm folgte dem Bruder, er war aber
mehr zur Poesie neigend, ats Jakob.

Jakob starb 1863, Wilhelm 1859 in Berlin. Durch ihr schweres und schopferisches Leben haben
die Briider Grimm eine epochale wissenschaftliche Leistung gemacht.
Das war im Zeitalter der Reaktion, der nationalen Uneinheil und der allgemeinen Riickstdndigkeit eine
politisch wie gesellschaftlich gleich bedeulsame Tat.

Dear Sirs,

We have just received a fax from Oslo informing us of the arrival of the tanker "SIBIR" for lifting
10,000 of Gasoline against our Contract 46-098/678. We would like to state that up to the present moment
we have not had from you any advice of the chartering of this vessel. In this connection we refer to your
letter of June 520, in which you informed us that you had not chartered a tanker and promised to fax
us immediately after chartering it.

The unexpected arrival of the tanker "SIBIR" in Oslo has put us in a difficult position as far as
loading arrangements are concerned. Though in this case we have taken steps to ensure that the loading
of the vessel should be effected without delay, we must insist, in accordance with para 6 of the contract,
that in future you should inform us of the names of the vessels chartered by you as well as of their
approximate loading dates at least two weeks before the expected arrival oeach vessel at the port of
loading.
